Calendar & John’s Tips 

- John’s Tips - 
    Hi, it's time to talk about maintenance again. Let’s talk about toilets. We all have at least one in our apartment, and we can 
use help with it from time to time. Toilets work due to gravity. The water is stored in the tank, the upper part and flows into the 
bowl, the lower part. When you push the flush handle a flapper valve in the tank is opened. This allows water to flow into the 
bowl raising the water level and empting the contents of the bowl into the sewer system. A fill valve in the tank that is con-
trolled by a float, allows water to fill the tank to a predetermined level. The toilet is now ready to flush again. This is a simple 
explanation of how a toilet works, since most of us don't care how it works just that it does.  
    We now come to some truly helpful knowledge. To shut the water off to the toilet you need to close the angle stop, which 
is another name for the water shutoff valve. This valve is located on the wall that the tank is against. It is usually below the 
tank on the left side as you look at the toilet. To close the valve turn the handle to the right. Here is a way to remember open-
ing and closing of valves. “Righty tighty-Lefty Loosey”. By shutting the water off you will stop the toilet from overflowing. So 
when the toilet starts to overflow you now know what to do.  
   For those of you that like doing for yourselves please try a toilet plunger, to unclog the toilet. The easiest one to use is 
called “The Blaster”. It is an accordion-style plunger that fits into the bottom of the toilet bowl, and when you push down on 
the plunger water is forced through the toilet to clear the clog. These plungers can be purchased at Lowes or another hard-
ware store for about $5.00 dollars. If this doesn't work for you please put a work order in and maintenance will take care of 
the problem. That is enough about toilets for now. Study hard and we'll talk again.
